MAINTENANCE + TIPS
Check to ensure the four handlebar faceplate screws are tightened to  
6 Nm and the four direct-mount (stem-to-fork crown) bolts are tightened  
to 10 Nm, using a torque wrench. The stem must not have any notice
able play or movement on the fork crown. If the stem is damaged, please 
visit your specialist retailer or send the stem to Sport Import Service,  
Industriestrasse 39, 26188 Edewecht, Germany.

Only use original Ambit spare parts to replace the M6 x 25 mm screws.

TOOLS REQUIRED 
To attach the stem you will need a 4 mm Hex key and a torque wrench. 

NOTE: Do not use a ball-end Hex wrench. This just makes everything worse.    

ASSEMBLY
First, install the direct-mount stem base to the fork crown using 
four M6 x 25 mm screws. Tighten to 10 Nm using a torque wrench. 
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PRELIMINARY CHECKS
The Ambit team recommends applying some grease to all 8 screws 
on the threads and underside of the screw head. This means  
nothing will squeak, and you can easily loosen the screws again.     

HANDLEBAR INSTALLATION
Next, install the handlebars, making sure they are centered in the 
stem, right to left. Finally, after you find your preferred rotational  
handlebar position, tighten the four M6 x 25 mm screws to 6 
Nm, using a torque wrench. Reminder to apply a small amount of 
grease to all screw threads.
